	Worship 1: Kindness (class)

Can you think of a time when someone was really kind to you? Was it something they did, said or thought? How did this act of kindness make you feel? Can you think of a time when you were really kind to someone? Think about it now - what was the look on their face when they realised what you had done for them? I wonder how this made you feel?
Kindness is one of the most powerful ways we show that we love and care, for ourselves, others and the natural world. The Gospels show many examples of Jesus showing kindness to all in society. Sometimes a simple act of kindness can be transformational.

Story - The Parable of the Good Samaritan (Luke 10: 25-37)

And be kind to yourself as you say: May I feel safe, May I feel happy, May I feel healthy, May I live with ease. Finally ask for guidance and strength to be kind today, and eyes to see where kindness is needed.

In the time and place that this parable was told, Samaritans were not popular; it was certainly not expected that this person, from that place, would be willing to help the beaten man lying helpless in the road! How did the Samaritan show kindness to man attacked by robbers? 

I wonder how the beaten man felt when the Samaritan helped him by showing kindness? 

I wonder how he felt when the others walked past and ignored him? 

What difference do you think this act of kindness meant to the beaten man? 

To the Samaritan? 

Why do you think Jesus decided to tell this story? 

What do you think he wanted those listening to think about? Sometimes our acts of kindness, however big or small, can really make a difference in someone’s life. In the Parable of the Good Samaritan, Jesus helped the teacher of the Law realise that being a neighbour and showing kindness was much more important than deciding who is or isn’t a neighbour. Jesus’ call to ‘Go and do likewise’ has inspired many Christians to ‘love your neighbour as yourself’. Prayer from worship 1

Peace means respecting others and working towards fairness and understanding. It is more than just avoiding war. The religions of the world have much to teach us about peace. Peace should be very important to people of faith.
Jesus taught that to work for peace is to be blessed. It is important for Christians to strive for a world where people are treated with respect and dignity and where hatred and violence are not used as the answer to problems. Within Buddhism, it is important to use words that bring about peace. Our words should not hurt or harm, but should bring about help, support and encouragement. In Islam, two people who are arguing or in conflict should seek peace and reconciliation.
Is peace ever possible? We might feel hopeless when we think about the ideal of having a world at peace. Perhaps the story of the starfish can help us here: An old man walked along a shore littered with thousands of starfish, beached and dying after a storm.
A young girl was picking them up and flinging them back into the ocean. ‘Why do you bother?’ the old man asked. ‘You’re not saving enough to make a difference.’
The young girl picked up another starfish, sent it spinning back to the water and said, ‘It made a difference to that one.’
This story teaches us that our small actions can make a difference. Many people around the world performing small acts of peace CAN make a difference. 
What actions can we take to create peace?

The farmers have been very busy over the last few weeks harvesting the crops.  Now is a time when they will rest.   We thank them for their efforts, and hope they enjoy their rest.
(Re-arrange the letters to make): S-T-A-R-V-E

At harvest-time it is also right that we think about people who are not as lucky as us and who don’t have enough food.  In many parts of the world there is not enough food, because the harvest has failed, and there is not enough rain, or too much rain, or because of war.  We think of those who have not got enough food, and pray for them.

At harvest-time there is lots of food.  It is a time to share what we have with those less fortunate than us: the old, the poor, those in other countries. Harvest-time is a time to think of others and think about how we can share what we have with them.

When we care for our pets we don’t just feed them, we also love them. To care deeply for the needs of another person or creature is an expression of our love for them. This tender concern is called compassion.
The Bible tells us that Jesus had compassion for people. We know that Jesus was concerned about those who were sick and hurting, because He healed those who were blind, crippled and unable to speak.
Jesus was also concerned about the physical needs of people who were not ill. In this story, Jesus told His disciples that He was concerned that the people had not eaten for a long time and might collapse on their way home, so He fed them before He sent them home (Matthew 15:32).
Jesus was concerned about people’s spiritual needs too. He saw that the people were like sheep without a shepherd (Mark 6:34). Mark says, “He began to teach them many things.” Although we don’t know exactly what He taught them, based on what Jesus said elsewhere in the Bible, we can guess that He was likely telling them about God’s amazing love, eternal life and the importance of loving and obeying God, and of loving each other

	Week 1- 4th January 

	Worship 1: Epiphany
KS1 – please see the power point and accompanying assembly script.

Y2-6 
Explain that as it has recently been Christmas, you are going to show the children a few different presents and ask them to guess who might like to receive. Show the presents one at a time and ask the children why each present would be suitable for the person suggested. Ask why you wouldn’t give certain presents to certain people – for example, why not give an old man a baby toy? Ask: Did any of you have a present this Christmas that you particularly liked, or that was especially important to you? (Some children may like to tell you about their presents.)
Remind pupils that a special present doesn’t have to be big or expensive; it may just be something you really wanted or like, or a gift from a special person. Talk (or ask another member of staff to talk) about a time when you received a present that was a complete surprise. This may have been when you were a child or an adult; it may have been for Christmas or a birthday or even when you got engaged or passed an exam.

Explain that on 6 January each year, Christians have a special festival called Epiphany. Epiphany celebrates the visit of the wise men to the baby Jesus. Ask the children if they can remember anyone else who visited baby Jesus – hopefully, someone will say the shepherds! Explain that there were lots of differences between the shepherds and the wise men – see if the children can think of any.
–  The shepherds were poor; the wise men were rich.
–  The shepherds came from the same country as Jesus (they were Jews); the wise men came from a different country (they were Gentiles) – Jews and Gentiles didn’t ever mix with each other.
–  The shepherds were in the fields close by; the wise men travelled a long way.
–  Angels appeared to the shepherds; the wise men followed a star.
Though they were so different, God wanted the wise men and the shepherds to see the baby Jesus. Explain that this shows us that God wants everyone to see Jesus. In God’s eyes, it doesn’t matter if we are rich or poor or what country we come from.

Explain to the children that just as the gifts that you talked about at the start of the assembly had a special meaning to the person who received them, so the wise men brought special gifts for Jesus. These gifts were gold, frankincense and myrrh. Christians believe that the three gifts all had a meaning. You may like to ask the children if they can guess what each gift could mean.
–  Gold is a gift fit for a king. It recognized that Jesus was a great king, the king of the world.
–  Frankincense is a special kind of fragrance that was used by a priest.
–  Myrrh was a sweet-smelling liquid that was rubbed gently into the skin of someone who had died. It indicated that Jesus’ death would be important.

	Week 2 – 11th January 

	Worship 1: Respect

Show Slide 1 - Explain that in today’s assembly, we are going to be thinking about treating other people with respect. Ask if anyone can explain what it means to treat someone with respect. Listen to a range of responses.
Thank the children for their answers and point out that saying ‘thank you’ is in itself a way of showing respect. Point out that the children’s answers suggest that treating people with respect is a good thing to do, something that involves being kind to others and making them feel worthwhile.
Show Slide 2. - Ask the children to think about whether, in general, people are treated with respect in this school, in their families and on TV or YouTube.
Comment that unfortunately, we don’t always see people treating others with respect. However, it is a good thing always to keep respect at the forefront of our minds. Explain that there are several stories in the Bible that Christians believe highlight how much God values showing respect for others.
Show Slide 3 - Explain that the following story comes from the Old Testament part of the Bible and contains three characters.
- A man called Elijah who was a prophet, which means someone who heard God speaking and told others what he was saying.
- A poor widow who worshipped different things from Elijah. Both of these things would have made her a bit of an outsider at the time, so she would largely have been ignored.
- The widow’s son - he was just plain hungry!
The Story of Elijah
It hadn’t rained for ages and Elijah was starting to feel hungry and thirsty. ‘Don’t worry,’ said God. ‘Go to a town called Zarephath. I’ve told a widow who lives there to give you some food.’ (Point out that it is interesting that God had already spoken to someone whom most people would have no time for.)
Just as God had said, when Elijah arrived at the town, he saw the widow gathering sticks for a fire.
‘Excuse me,’ he said. ‘Please could you bring me a drink of water – and a piece of bread, too?’
‘I’m sorry,’ replied the woman, ‘but I don’t have any bread. All I’ve got is a handful of flour and a little oil in this jug. I’m picking up these sticks to make a fire, and then I’ll make some bread with the flour and the oil so that my son and I can have one final meal before we die.’ (Point out that it didn’t seem to occur to Elijah to think, ‘Oh dear, I must have got the wrong widow.’)
‘Don’t be afraid!’ Elijah said to the widow. ‘Go home and make the bread, and then bring me a piece, but keep some for you and your son as well. God has promised that the flour will not be used up nor will the oil run dry until the day that he sends rain on the land.’
Ask the children, ‘How do you think the widow would have felt when she heard Elijah’s words?’ Listen to a range of responses.
Suggest that the widow could have had several thoughts.
- ‘Can I trust this man’s words? Will the flour and the oil really last that long?’
- ‘I’ve got nothing to lose, so I’ll do it anyway.’
- ‘Why has God chosen me, a poor widow, to provide food for Elijah the prophet?’
Explain that we don’t know what she really thought, but the story continues . . . When the widow heard Elijah’s words, she returned to her house, made the bread and gave some to Elijah. Then, the widow made some more bread . . . and then more . . . and then more . . .
As Elijah had promised, the oil and the flour did not run out until the drought and the famine were over.
At the start of the story:
- Elijah was hungry and had had an unusual message from God
- the widow was worried and about to eat a last meal with her son
- the son was hungry and probably worried, too
Ask the children to think about how the characters would have felt at the end of the story. Listen to a range of responses.
Suggestions could include:
- Elijah has learned a lot about trusting God
- the widow is no longer fearful and has learnt that, even if other people didn’t have much respect for her, God loved her and had a plan for her
- the son is no longer hungry and has realized that God has taken care of him and his mum

Time for reflection

Show Slide 4. Even if the people around the woman in today’s story didn’t see her as particularly valuable, God saw her as someone important who had a special job to do for him. In the story, Elijah and the widow treated each other with dignity and respect – they both listened to God and listened to each other.

Ask the children, ‘What could we learn from this story?’
- We should try to treat everyone we meet with respect, especially the people who are often undervalued.
- We should remember that if we treat people with respect, they are much more likely to treat us with respect.
- We should remind ourselves that God regards each of us as a unique person of infinite value to him.

Show Slide 5. Encourage the children to sit quietly for a few seconds and think about whether they treat other people with respect.

For this assembly, you will need: Large card with ‘Be prepared’ written on it.

A number of cards on which are written situations which need some advance preparation, for example, going on holiday; a friend staying for a sleepover; taking a ballet exam; playing in a football match; participating in the Olympics; a school play

Ask the children what they did before they came to school this morning. As each suggestion is made, ask for a volunteer to come to the front and mime that action – waking up; getting out of bed; getting dressed; having a wash; eating breakfast; packing a school bag; brushing teeth; putting on coat, gloves; walking to school, etc. Eventually, ask all the children who have come to the front to carry out their actions at the same time. Pretend you are surprised at what a lot of ‘preparation’ has gone into their simply arriving at school!

Ask if any of the children are in the Scouts or Guides (years 5/6). What is their motto? (‘Be prepared’) Ask a child to hold up the card with ‘Be prepared’ written on it. (Brownies have a different motto – ‘Lend a hand’.)

Ask for a volunteer to hold up the first of your situation cards. What preparations would they need to make for that event? (For example, before going on holiday, they would need to book somewhere to stay, maybe book a flight, pack, arrange for someone to look after their pets.)
Discuss each card and then ask what would happen if no preparations were carried out.

Today we are thinking about Lent. Lent is when Christians remember a time of preparation that Jesus went through. For 30 years Jesus had lived at home in Nazareth. At the age of 30, he knew that he was about to start his public work. He was about to start teaching people about God and doing many amazing miracles. He knew it would not be easy and that eventually it would lead to his death. In preparation for this work, Jesus went off on his own into the desert for 40 days. For 40 days and nights he didn’t eat or drink anything and during this time he was tempted to do a number of things that he knew it was wrong to do.  
Jesus didn’t give in to the temptations and didn’t do anything wrong. At the end of 40 days he left the desert and began the work he had come to earth to do. His time in the desert had prepared him for this work.

Lent is the period of time that leads up to Easter; it begins on Ash Wednesday (the day after Shrove Tuesday when traditionally pancakes are cooked). Lent lasts for 40 days (it doesn’t include Sundays) the length of time that Jesus spent in the desert preparing for his work.
For Christians, Easter is the most important time of the year as it is then that they remember the death and resurrection of Jesus. Because Christians want to ‘be prepared’ for the celebration of Easter ,they use Lent as a time to think more about God, go to special church services and pray.
It is hoped that Lent may focus the minds of Christians on God, and also help them to think of others who are not as fortunate as they are.

As part of Lent, Christians often give up something for 40 days. This is to remind them of the time when Jesus went without food in the desert. Examples are giving up chocolate or biscuits, or not watching television.
In recent years there has been a move towards doing something good during Lent instead of giving something up. Examples would be tidying your room; saying something encouraging to someone every day; making your bed; doing homework without complaining!  

Can you think of something special that you could do during Lent that would help someone else?

Maybe you could use the time to help raise money for people in another country who are not as well off as we are.

Maybe you could decide to give someone a compliment each day!

Experts tell us that if you do something for 40 days it will become a habit that you do automatically without thinking about it! Wouldn’t it be good if Lent helped you carry on doing something positive for the rest of the year!

Dear Lord,
thank you that in the busyness of life there are times to stop and to think. Help us never to be so busy that we don’t have time to be peaceful and silent. Thank you for times such as Lent that remind us to think about you and to consider what we can do to help those less fortunate than we are. 	Worship 1: St. David’s Day - Stories about St David by Gill Hartley
David lived in Wales in the sixth century, that is, over 1,400 years ago. He was a good teacher and was very popular with the people of Wales, who loved him for the help and encouragement he gave them. In fact, when he died the people were overcome with grief. They said they had lost a father - who would now look after them like David had?
David was particularly good at speaking to large groups of people. One day he was addressing a crowd of several thousands who had gathered in a valley. David's friends were worried that not everyone would be able to hear him, but in fact, David was able to make himself heard, even right to the back of that crowd of several thousands. Some people say that as David spoke the ground rose up under his feet until it became a mountain and that was why everyone could hear him.
Stop the story at this point and ask the children whether they think this is a true story or a legend. As mountains don't usually grow under people's feet, parts of the story may be a legend, perhaps to explain why there is a hill in a particular place. But even so, the story can still tell us something about David.
What it tells us is that David was a remarkable man who believed in God and who knew him especially well. Because of his strong faith in God remarkable things sometimes happened!
It also tells us that people remembered his ability to speak well and keep his listeners interested. Remind the children of what Jesus said to his disciples about faith and mountains: 'If you have faith in God you could say to this mountain, "Move!" and it would go far away. Nothing would be impossible' (based on Matthew 17.20 and 21.21).
Draw attention to a daffodil and/or leek, if you have them, and continue the story:
Although the daffodil is the national flower, or emblem, of Wales, the leek is also associated with Wales and St David's Day, although nobody is exactly sure why. Some people say that it is because of something that happened when St David was asked to help his people fight off an invading army.
The two armies met in a narrow valley and because there was not much space in the valley, the soldiers from each side quickly became mixed up together. It was difficult to work out who was a friend and who was an enemy. David said to his people, 'Pull up the leeks that are growing around you and stick them in your helmets!' They did so and were then able to tell who was on their side and who was on the enemy's side.
Ask the children whether they think this is a true story or a legend. It may be a legend that explains why soldiers in Welsh regiments are presented with leeks on St David's Day even now. But the story can also tell us something about David. What it tells us is that David was known for his common sense, and people felt able to tell a story about it, even if the actual details of that story were not absolutely true!
Dear God,
Thank you for St David, and for all the special people down through the ages
who have given us examples of how to live. Help us today to remember all that we have learnt about how to live a good life. Help us to be kind and caring, to be honest and sharing. Help us to stop and think when our problems and difficulties seem too big to deal with. Help us to use our common sense, like St David did, to find a way out. And when our common sense fails us, help us to have faith. Amen.

Historically, women have been denied the right to vote, to work, and lots of other things, too. Because of brilliant women who fought against these things, women have a lot more say in the world around us now. But there are still many issues that women continue to face and fight for today.
How did International Women’s Day begin? Over 100 years ago in 1910, International Women’s Day was first celebrated, with the aim to have equality for men and women across the world, which we are still fighting for today. The group of women who fought for the tradition were called the Women’s Social and Political Union, otherwise known as the Suffragettes. They were a strong and active group of women who wore the colours purple, green and white which are now associated with International Women’s Day. The Suffragettes campaigned for a woman's right to vote, believing that women should have a say in important issues such as our government. 
When is International Women’s Day? International Women’s Day occurs globally on the 8th March every year in honour of the amazing women who campaigned for women’s rights and continue to do so.
Why is International Women’s Day Celebrated? It’s extremely important to celebrate International Women’s Day to honour and appreciate the different achievements that women have accomplished around the world, including successes in society, economy, politics and culture.
As well as this, it’s also a time when we can remember those who still go unheard and continue to be prevented from reaching their full potential as basic rights like health and education are still not recognised for some women around the world.

Show Slide 1 - Explain that in today’s assembly, we are going to be thinking about treating other people with respect. Ask if anyone can explain what it means to treat someone with respect. Listen to a range of responses.
Thank the children for their answers and point out that saying ‘thank you’ is in itself a way of showing respect. Point out that the children’s answers suggest that treating people with respect is a good thing to do, something that involves being kind to others and making them feel worthwhile.
Show Slide 2. - Ask the children to think about whether, in general, people are treated with respect in this school, in their families and on TV or YouTube.
Comment that unfortunately, we don’t always see people treating others with respect. However, it is a good thing always to keep respect at the forefront of our minds. Explain that there are several stories in the Bible that Christians believe highlight how much God values showing respect for others.
Show Slide 3 - Explain that the following story comes from the Old Testament part of the Bible and contains three characters.
- A man called Elijah who was a prophet, which means someone who heard God speaking and told others what he was saying.
- A poor widow who worshipped different things from Elijah. Both of these things would have made her a bit of an outsider at the time, so she would largely have been ignored.
- The widow’s son - he was just plain hungry!
The Story of Elijah
It hadn’t rained for ages and Elijah was starting to feel hungry and thirsty. ‘Don’t worry,’ said God. ‘Go to a town called Zarephath. I’ve told a widow who lives there to give you some food.’ (Point out that it is interesting that God had already spoken to someone whom most people would have no time for.)
Just as God had said, when Elijah arrived at the town, he saw the widow gathering sticks for a fire.
‘Excuse me,’ he said. ‘Please could you bring me a drink of water – and a piece of bread, too?’
‘I’m sorry,’ replied the woman, ‘but I don’t have any bread. All I’ve got is a handful of flour and a little oil in this jug. I’m picking up these sticks to make a fire, and then I’ll make some bread with the flour and the oil so that my son and I can have one final meal before we die.’ (Point out that it didn’t seem to occur to Elijah to think, ‘Oh dear, I must have got the wrong widow.’)
‘Don’t be afraid!’ Elijah said to the widow. ‘Go home and make the bread, and then bring me a piece, but keep some for you and your son as well. God has promised that the flour will not be used up nor will the oil run dry until the day that he sends rain on the land.’
Ask the children, ‘How do you think the widow would have felt when she heard Elijah’s words?’ Listen to a range of responses.
Suggest that the widow could have had several thoughts.
- ‘Can I trust this man’s words? Will the flour and the oil really last that long?’
- ‘I’ve got nothing to lose, so I’ll do it anyway.’
- ‘Why has God chosen me, a poor widow, to provide food for Elijah the prophet?’
Explain that we don’t know what she really thought, but the story continues . . . When the widow heard Elijah’s words, she returned to her house, made the bread and gave some to Elijah. Then, the widow made some more bread . . . and then more . . . and then more . . .
As Elijah had promised, the oil and the flour did not run out until the drought and the famine were over.
At the start of the story:
- Elijah was hungry and had had an unusual message from God
- the widow was worried and about to eat a last meal with her son
- the son was hungry and probably worried, too
Ask the children to think about how the characters would have felt at the end of the story. Listen to a range of responses.
Suggestions could include:
- Elijah has learned a lot about trusting God
- the widow is no longer fearful and has learnt that, even if other people didn’t have much respect for her, God loved her and had a plan for her
- the son is no longer hungry and has realized that God has taken care of him and his mum

Time for reflection

Show Slide 4. Even if the people around the woman in today’s story didn’t see her as particularly valuable, God saw her as someone important who had a special job to do for him. In the story, Elijah and the widow treated each other with dignity and respect – they both listened to God and listened to each other.

Ask the children, ‘What could we learn from this story?’
- We should try to treat everyone we meet with respect, especially the people who are often undervalued.
- We should remember that if we treat people with respect, they are much more likely to treat us with respect.
- We should remind ourselves that God regards each of us as a unique person of infinite value to him.

Show Slide 5. Encourage the children to sit quietly for a few seconds and think about whether they treat other people with respect.
